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STATISTICAL COMPILATION OF THE
OPINIONS OF THE SUPREME COURT OF

NORTH CAROLINA TERMS
1989-90 THROUGH 1992-93

HARRY C. MARTN* **

This statistical review provides a numerical analysis of the work of the
North Carolina Supreme Court. Lurking in any such review is the possibil-
ity of confusion regarding the meaning of the statistics. In addition, be-
cause the tables were compiled by hand-turning and counting the opinions
contained in the official reporter, some slight margin of error may remain
despite diligent checking and rechecking. Also of note, Tables Ill-VIII
classify opinions by subject matter, a format which entails the exercise of
discretion in determining within which classification an opinion should be
counted. For instance, a domestic relations case may have been decided
upon a rule of civil procedure, and the opinion arguably could be counted
within either category.

It should also be noted that the author, Justice Harry C. Martin, retired
January 31, 1992, and that Justice J. Beverly Lake only served eleven
months, from February 5, 1992, through January 10, 1993. Justice Lake
was succeeded by Justice Sarah Parker, who served the remainder of the
1992-93 term. Furthermore, because of the impending retirement of Justice
Martin, the court did not hear arguments in December 1991.

The work of the court comes from many sources. This survey is lim-
ited, however, to the court's output-the work produced for use by the pub-
lic, including lawyers, judges, academicians, and others who work in the
legal vineyard. This review does not reflect the sources of the cases de-
cided by the court, whether by right of appeal, petition for discretionary
review, certiorari, or otherwise. It also does not include many petitions and
motions reviewed by the court. The reader should also recognize that this
review is not evaluative, since numbers alone are of little value in determin-
ing the difficulty and quality of the work produced.

The entire work product of the respective justices should be borne in
mind in analyzing this statistical review. For example, Justice Louis Meyer

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authored nine opinions of the court during the 1992-93 term; however,
seven were capital cases, which generally require more time to prepare be-
cause of the nature of the cases and multiplicity of the issues to be resolved.
In addition, Justice Meyer wrote seven dissents and three concurrences, for
a total of nineteen authored opinions. The reader also should note that,
although all of the justices had additional demands upon their time, Chief
Justice James Exum devoted many hours each day to administering the en-
tire judicial branch of North Carolina's government.

A better perspective of the work of the court is gained when the statis-
tics of all four years are reviewed together. Thus, the statistics illustrate the
following about the total numbers of majority opinions authored by each
justice during the four-year period:

Meyer 71 Webb 69
Mitchell 68 Whichard 69
Martin* 43 Lake* 13

Parker* 1
* Of the four years surveyed, Justice Martin served two years and seven months,

Justice Lake served eleven months, and Justice Parker served six months.

The total number of authored opinions of the court for the four years is
463, an average of 115.75 per year and 16.5 opinions per justice per year.
In conclusion, as noted above, the raw data in this study were obtained by
hand-turning and counting. If the reader finds any errors, please advise the
author.
